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Tradition and History

University of Louisville 
Louis D. Brandeis School of Law
Established on May 18, 1846, the School of Law is Kentucky’s 
oldest law school and America’s fifth oldest in continuous opera-
tion. The law school was accredited by the American Bar Associa-
tion in 1931 and was approved by the Association of American 
Law Schools in 1933. In 1950 the School of Law merged with the 
Jefferson School of Law, a distinguished local law school which 
had been established in 1905. In 1990 the School of Law became 
one of the first five American law schools to adopt a public service 
requirement as part of the regular course of law study. In 1995 the 
law building was named Wilson W. Wyatt Hall, in honor of one of 
Kentucky’s most distinguished lawyers and public servants.

The School of Law has the honor of housing the nation’s largest 
repository of personal papers of former U.S. Supreme Court Justice 
and Louisville native Louis D. Brandeis. In addition, by designa-
tion of Justice Brandeis, the law school has received all Supreme 
Court briefs since 1925. The remains of Justice Brandeis and his 
wife, Alice Goldmark Brandeis, are laid beneath the front portico 
of the law building as a permanent reminder of their affection for 
the school and of his vision for its future. In recognition of the 
Brandeis legacy, the school was renamed the Louis D. Brandeis 
School of Law in 1997.

The law school is likewise the home of a portion of the personal pa-
pers of former U.S. Supreme Court Justice John Marshall Harlan. 
Justice Brandeis collaborated with former law dean Neville Miller 
to establish the law school’s Harlan collection.

In 2009 the school is celebrating its 163rd year of service to society 
and the profession of law. Out of this long and honorable history 
has grown a grand tradition of law school alumni/ae (over 5,000 
throughout the United States and the world) doing well in their 
careers and doing good for their communities.

 
U.S. Senator Mitch McConnell
The Honorable Mitch McConnell, the longest-serving U.S. Sena-
tor in Kentucky’s history, currently serves as a senior member of 
the Appropriations, Agriculture and Rules Committees, and he is 
the Senate Republican Leader in the 111th Congress. Elected to 
that position unanimously by his colleagues, he is the 15th Senate 
Republican Leader and only the second Kentuckian to lead his 
party in the Senate. McConnell previously served as the Republican 
Leader in the 110th Congress and the Majority Whip in the 108th 
and 109th Congresses. 

Senator McConnell was raised in south Louisville and graduated in 
1964 with honors from the University of Louisville College of Arts 
and Sciences, where he served as student body president. In 1967, 
he graduated from the University of Kentucky College of Law, 
where he was elected president of the Student Bar Association. 

After working as an intern on Capitol Hill for Senator John Sher-
man Cooper and serving as chief legislative assistant to Senator 
Marlow Cook, McConnell was deputy assistant attorney general 
to President Gerald Ford. He also served as judge-executive of Jef-
ferson County from 1978 to 1985, when he began his first Senate 
term.

He is married to Elaine L Chao, former U.S. Secretary of Labor, 
and is the proud father of three daughters.
